Jesus is Baptised
Matthew 3:11-17; John 1:29-34

do. Another name for Saviour is Messiah.

God sent a man called John to help people get ready for the
Messiah. John taught people about God. People apologised to
God for their sin.

When John saw Jesus, he
said, "Look, the Lamb of God! He takes away the sin of the
world!" Jesus is God's chosen Messiah.

Materials
A5 piece of brown paper
Cardboard stencils
Chalk
White Paint
Blue Paint

Instructions

Trace the stencils onto the
paper with chalk.

Paint every other wave dark
blue.

Mix the white and blue paint
together, and paint the
remaining waves light blue.

When the paint is dry, you can
use your finger to wipe off the
chalk lines.

Add waves with the chalk. Paint the dove white. Stay
inside the chalk lines.
